THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT is made as of the Effective Date, by
and between the city of Boise City ("City"), an Idaho municipal corporation, and Boise State
University ("Consultant"), a state of Idaho public institution of higher education. City and
Consultant may be referred to herein individually as a "Party" and collectively as "Parties". The
Parties hereby agree as follows:

I. Scope of Services:

A. Consultant will research, evaluate and analyze multiple City policies and programs,
existing or contemplated, for desired outcomes, feasibility, effectiveness, outcome measurements
and other purposes as directed by City on a task order basis ("Services").

C. Task orders shall specify the Services to be performed and include designation of
Consultant's key personnel for provision of Services by project, hourly billing rate and estimated
indirect costs, if any, expected number of personnel hours needed for project completion, and time
or a time schedule for completion of the Services specified therein. Key personnel includes but is
not limited to Consultant's Project Manager. Selection, removal and substitution of Consultant's
key personnel for the Services will be determined by the Parties in concert. Any personnel involved
in performing the Services deemed unacceptable by City shall be promptly removed from the
project and replaced at the request of the City within sixty (60) days. Consultant shall secure City
approval before executing contracts with or otherwise retaining subcontractors for any portion of
the Services.

D. Consultant shall perform the Services in a skillful and competent manner, consistent with
the prevailing professional standards generally recognized as being employed by qualified and
experienced professionals in the same discipline.

Consultant shall maintain, at all times applicable hereto, comprehensive liability coverage in such
amounts as are prescribed by Idaho Code § 6-924 as amended from time to time, as well as
worker's compensation coverage for its employees as required by Idaho Code § 72-301 as
amended from time to time. Consultant's liability coverage obligations shall be administered by
the Administrator of the Division of Insurance Management in the Department of Administration
for the State of Idaho, and may be covered, in whole or in part, by the State of Idaho's Retained
Risk Account. Consultant shall cover its liability for worker's compensation through the State of
Idaho's State Insurance Fund. Upon written request, Consultant will furnish City a certificate
evidencing the insurance required by this paragraph 4.

Notwithstanding the cause of action, the liability of each Party is at all times herein strictly limited
and controlled by the provisions of the Idaho Tort Claims Act, Idaho Code Sections 6-901 through
6-929, inclusive, as now or hereafter amended. Nothing herein shall be deemed a waiver of any
privilege, immunity, protection or defense afforded to a Party as an entity or political subdivision
of the State of Idaho, under the Idaho Constitution, the Idaho Tort Claims Act, or any other
applicable law, and shall not be construed to waive a Party's sovereign immunity, which is hereby
expressly retained.

This section shall be deemed as separate and independent from the Agreement in the event there
is any default, termination, or expiration of the Agreement, and shall survive such default,
termination, or expiration of this Agreement.

5. Independent Contractor: In all matters pertaining to this agreement, Consultant shall be acting
as an independent contractor, and neither Consultant, nor any officer, employee or agent of
Consultant will be deemed an employee of City. Notwithstanding City's right to direct the

6. Compensation: For performing the services specified in the Contract Documents, the City agrees
to pay Consultant an amount up to but Not to Exceed $150,000 (One hundred fifty thousand
dollars) ("Not to Exceed Amount"). Actual compensation for Services rendered by Consultant will
be made at the rates set forth in task orders on a project-by-project basis, the total of which shall
not exceed the Not to Exceed Amount.

The Parties therefore
acknowledge that Consultant shall have the right to publish results, however the Parties agree that
City shall have the right to disclose and/or publish the results before the Consultant, provided that
if the City has not disclosed or published the results within six (6) months of the conclusion of the
performance of the Services, Consultant is free to disclose and/or publish any significant results at
any time. Consultant agreesthat any Confidential Information supplied to it by City in accordance
with this Agreement and any executed task orders will not be included in any published material
without prior approval from City.

Results under this Agreement are not intended to imply Consultant endorsement of a particular
political candidate, political view or any commercial or non-commercial product. City'S citation
of Consultant's results under this Agreement must include a disclosure of City's financial support
to Consultant for the performance of the Services.

(c) City shall have the first right to negotiate a fee-bearing or royalty-bearing
non-exclusive or exclusive license or a fee-bearing option to any Consultant IP and/or Joint IP,
provided that City agrees that in any license, option or similar agreement, City will be required to
pay all costs for the preparation, filing, prosecution and maintenance of any patents or copyrights
on such lP ("Negotiation Right"). City has ninety (90) days following the disclosure of IP by
Consultant to exercise its Negotiation Right ("Negotiation Period"). City must submit a written
notice to Consultant, within the Negotiation Period, in order to exercise its Negotiation Right. If
the Negotiation Period expires before Consultant receives City's written notice exercising the
Negotiation Right or as provided below, City shall have no further rights to Consultant IP or Joint
IP (except as authorized in accordance with paragraph 16(8)(2)(a) above).

(3) Each Party shall require its employees to promptly disclose any lP arising from this
Agreement. Each Party agreesto provide the other Party with a copy of each IP disclosure within
thirty (30) days after the disclosure is made, and in addition, will provide the other Party with a
written listing of all IP created pursuant to this Agreement within sixty (60) days from the
expiration or termination of this Agreement. For all such IP identified, Consultant and City shall
provide, via separate written agreement, licenses to Consultant IP, City IP and/or Joint IP
according to the provisions of paragraph 16(B)(2) above. Each Party will consult with the other
Party at least thirty (30) days prior to filing any patent or copyright application for IP and shall
promptly notify the other Party of any patents or copyright registrations issued.

(4) Intellectual property created externally to this Agreement and the performance of
the Services ("Background IP") will be owned by the originating Party. Nothing in this
Agreement will be construed as any conferral of rights to any of the Parties regarding such
Background IP.

(5) Nothing contained in this Agreement is to be construed as permission, a
recommendation or an inducement to use or practice any product, process, equipment or
formulation that may infringe upon any other intellectual property rights without the prior written
permission of the intellectual property owner. Consultant does not make any representation or
warranty, express or implied, that the use of any Background IP (if its use is authorized),
Consultant LP and/or Joint IP will not infringe any patent or other intellectual property rights.

17. Compliance with Laws: In performing the scope of services required hereunder, Consultant
shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, and codes of Federal, State, and local
governments.
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
